She maintained knowledge and aplomb in responding to the many 
questions that arose during her presentation, which queries ranged from the highly 
technical to the most basic.  When some of the late-comers revisited the material already 
covered in the first half of her seminar, Ms. Carter showed patience and tact in steering 
the discussion back on track, and suggested she bring these late arrivals up to speed on a 
one-on-one basis at the end of discussion.
